The last supper turned out to be coffee and
barbecue sandwiches.

Those attending were not disciples, but
bidders.

And the 30 pieces of silver went for the
purchase of stained glass windows.

After 70 yvears of weekly worship services,
weddings, baptisms and funerals, St.
Mark's Lutheran Church will be demolished
this week to make room for a new $450, ﬂoﬂ
edifice on the same spot.

The historic building is falling for a
worthy cause, however. The congregation
has grown to 600 in the 21 years since the

Lutherans got the building from the
Methodist Episcopal Society, which moved
to a new church in 1954. But the old church
only seats 140.

According to Pastor David Zersen, it was
a question of selling the property and
moving either to the east or west of town, or
building a bigger church on the same site.

He said it was decided that the church’s
commitment to the community was more
important than the building, so the site was
kept.

To help raise money for the new building,
which will be worship-education-office com-

plex,
