Following is a brief explanation about “Barnabas” and why we are calling aatieis ministry by the same
name.

Barnabas Ministry

Why are we calling our new visitation ministry for shut-ins the “Barsdtiaistry”? Who was Barnabas?
Barnabas was a Jewish Christian born in Cyrus. An apostle named Joses, with such tiethaicause of
Jesus that the other apostles gave him the surnaBemdibas translated as “Son of Encouragement”, Son of
Consolation” or “Son of Exhortation.”

He was a successful preacher with a magnetic personality providoegrehsolace to those in his
company. His eminence as a man who had been close to Jesus had made him a prominenf therabel|
group of disciples in Jerusalem and as one of the four men described in the Gospetbas of Jesus:



James, Joses, Simon and Judas (Mt. 13:55; Mt. 6:3)....who in virtue of their obedience tioathdisvFather
were regarded by Jesus as his spiritual ‘brothers’ (Mt.12: 46-50)

Barnabas / Joses befriended Paul after Paul’'s conversion, introduced thet@aplostlerusalem church
(Acts 9:27) and became Paul’s traveling companion during the first missjonangy (Acts 11:25-26), Joses:
Acts 4:36.

Thus, the meanings of the name “Barnabas” seem appropriate as desitalite tayone serving as a
visitor to shut-ins: a comforting friend and companion, devoted to Jesus, and willing to bergeogt
listening, offering encouragement, and solace where needed.
