The Power of Prayer 
In February I had my follow up exam and CT. The annual CT was for monitoring a very small nodule 
that was discovered in my lower right lung when I was diagnosed with prostate cancer in February 
2006. There has been no change in the size of this nodule over the last two years so no additional 
monitoring will be required. However a new nodule showed up in my upper right lung during this last 
CT which appeared to be a tumor that could be malignant. 
 
A biopsy was scheduled for last Wednesday to determine what this nodule was and whether it was 
malignant. Doctors perform this type of biopsy using the CT images as a guide to insert the biopsy 
needle. The first step was a CT scan to use the images to mark where the doctor would insert the 
needle. They did the CT scan and the doctor came from the CT control room to my side and said that 
they will not be doing a biopsy. He told me that the tumor shrunk to a small spot too small for a biopsy 
and it no longer looks like a tumor. A follow up CT will be done in June. 
 
I want to thank Pastor Silber, the members of the prayer chain and the congregation for all of your 
prayers. I prayed often as the date for the biopsy drew near. During one of my prayers I prayed that I 
know that it is too much to ask that this tumor go away buy I prayed that the biopsy procedure would 
go smoothly and that this tumor would not be malignant. Look how God answered the prayers. The 
tumor is now a small spot. Thank you again for all your prayers.

     Judy Bugh, a member of St. Mark’s Church, will give a talk on the importance and benefits of 
reading to your child.  Judy is a licensed and certified speech-language pathologist with her master’s 
degree.  She has been in private practice here in St. Charles since 1990 and deals with children ages 2 
through high school.  Besides her private practice she also has had work experiences with Head Start, 
Easter Seals and was on staff at Northern Illinois University in speech communications. 
     In her presentation Judy will give a backround on reading and just why it is so important.  She will 
explain the connection of reading and its effect on your child’s language development.  Judy also will 
address how reading impacts a child’s learning later on.  Discussion will focus on learning issues and 
difficulties with the older children.  There will be an emphasis on phonics as well as ideas of things you 
may do at home with your child.  Handouts will be available and of course there will be plenty of time 
to answer all your questions.   
     A lot of good information will be shared and we hope you will join us.  In order to get an idea of 
how many will be attending, please sign up in the preschool office.
