Summer Church Schedule Change 
After careful and prayerful consideration, St. Mark’s Board of Elders unanimously decided to 
temporarily switch worship formats during the summer of the 9:30 AM services with the 11 AM 
services times.  Flip-flopping the formats of these services will provide a new later morning 
worship alternative for traditional service-goers while allowing Praise service participants to start 
and finish their worship earlier in the day.   

  This is not a permanent change.  It will take effect for the nine Sundays beginning on June 15, 2008 and end on August 
10, 2008.  On August 17, 2008 our normal worship schedule will resume.  If this summer schedule is deemed successful 
and is well received, it may be considered again for the summer of 2009.  Other than for this short summer period, no 
other changes to our service schedule have been proposed or are being considered.

BLOOD PRESSURE SCREENINGS:  When:  Sunday, April 13th

                              Time:  After the 8:00A.M. & 9:30A.M.services 
I have written and will continue to write about “blood pressure”.  High blood pressure is often called the “silent 
killer”.  It can creep up on you without much advance warning.  Blood pressure can be controlled.  Reduce your 
risk by having your blood pressure checked regularly and changing some lifestyle habits, i.e., avoiding salty 
foods, smoking and include daily exercise, something as simple as a daily walk, especially with the nicer 
weather approaching and longer light days.  
From the monthly blood pressure screenings, I have determined 90% are abnormal, meaning the systolic or high 
number is greater than 120 and the diastolic or low number is greater than 80.  I encourage you to have your 
blood pressure checked the 2nd Sundays of every month, ask questions, look over and take any of the displayed 
pamphlets with you.
